NZ JUNIOR MILE RECORD – March 2004

Max Smith ran 4m 01.14s for the mile on Dunedin's Caledonian Ground track, eclipsing Nick Willis' previous junior best by 0.18s. Willis has gone on in the USA College scene to become one of the most highly regarded middle distance athletes in many years.  Running in still, sunny conditions Max powered clear of a bevy of Otago's best middle distance talent to stop the clock just over a second outside his personal target but seconds clear of his own previous best.  Winner of the junior 1,500m at last weekend's national championships, Max was compared by many with John Walker when he burst onto the national scene in the early 1970s.

Invercargill athlete Chris Booth won the eighth 15.5km Papatowai Challenge on Saturday in the record-breaking time of 54min 52sec.   "It was hard on the hills and in the sand," Booth said, referring to the varied course that covers bush tracks, beach and local roads. 

Last year's champ, Joe Piggin, of Dunedin, came second. His 55.32 was just one second faster than his winning time last year.   First woman home was Anna Frost, also of Dunedin, who clocked up 1:3.55 

The total of 291 entrants – 187 ran and 104 walked – was up 22 on last year. 

Southland's Derek Turnbull, the 77-year-old holder of 28 World Games medals and breaker of 16 world records, was presented with the sportsman of the day shield for achievements on and off the field.  He completed the walking section in 2hr 22min.
